Week at a Glance:

Grammar--This week we learned about four different kinds of sentences: 

Commands, Exclamations, Questions, and Statements.  Students are creating a book 

using examples of each.

Reading--We began a trial-run of centers this week.  Students will complete a 

series of independent activities relating to reading or writing.  We tried to work on 

timing, and making sure we complete each of our jobs.  Next week, we will start our 

reading groups.

WritersÕ Workshop --The students have begun making a prewriting story map.  

Notes are taken to guide them in writing their first draft of a WritersÕ Workshop 

story.  We are well on our way to some exciting adventures in writing!

Math --We practiced fact families and discussed the inverse relationship 

between addition and subtraction.  Fact families really show us how numbers are 

related.  We can use addition to help us solve subtraction problems.  We also started 

graphing, and learned how to make a tally chart.

  Science--This week students figured out how to use balance points and 

counterweights to balance various objects.  Ask your child how to balance a pencil on 

its tip.
